The pupil can:

e retrieve information from non-fiction

« explain and discuss their understanding of what they have read, drawing inferences

and justifying these with evidence

« make comparisons between the book they are reading and other books they have
read

« evaluate how authors use language, beginning to consider the impact on the reader
